How to Record Audio Using Microsoft Windows

1. Purchase/Obtain a microphone designed for computer use

2. Connect the microphone to its proper port (usually found in the back of your computer; pink colored)

3. Ensure that the microphone volume is set on record mode by open volume control (usually found on the far right bottom of the screen)

4. Open the Sound Recorder program found in the accessories/entertainment submenus from the start menu.

5. Left click the red circle to begin recording

6. You may record up to 60 seconds simultaneously

7. After 60 seconds have passed, just click on the red circle to record for another minute.

8. Save the file in a destination you will remember

How to Burn Recorded Audio onto a CD Using Windows Media Player

1. Purchase/Obtain a CD-burner.

2. Place a blank CD-R into the CD tray.

3. Open Windows Media Player

4. Open your recorded audio file under the file menu

5. Select the burn submenu at the upper-right of the Media Player bar

6. Follow instructions given in Media Player
