You must have the storyboard and script completed and checked by your teacher before you begin filming!!!

Requirements:

· No less than 2 minutes in length

· The area of expertise of each group member must be featured in the film.

· Each member of the Cast & Crew must appear on camera or in audio narration.

· Complete the story board: organize your chapters:

· Introduction

· Scenes - consider once scene for each taxonomic class

· Conclusion

· Write your script

· Create “cue cards”.  No cast member on camera should be seen with reading material.

· Think Cohesion!  There must be a logical “flow” from one scene to the next.  Your video must not appear to be ten single-minute clips.  Perhaps come up with one continuous idea or theme to present throughout the video.
