	Understanding Similes
	Students seem to understand all similes and can accurately use them in sentences. They compare two objects and use the words “like” and “as”. 

	Students seems to understand most of the similes and can make a sentence that compares two objects, but does not include the words “like” or “as”. 

	Students understand some of the similes but have trouble using them in sentences. They use “like” or “as”, but comparisons make no sense.

	Students have trouble understanding or remembering similes and cannot use them in sentences.  Sentences don’t compare two objects or use the words “like” or “as”. 

	Use of Similes
	Students have written 3 similes that are all written correctly. All relate to the snow theme. 


	Students have written only 2 similes that are written correctly. All relate to the snow theme. 


	Student has written less than 2 similes that are written correctly. All relate to the snow theme. 


	Writer has 2 or less similes that are written correctly. Most relate to the snow theme. 



	Creativity
	Writers use vivid words and phrases that linger or draw pictures in the reader's mind. The choice and placement of the words seem accurate, natural, and not forced. 


	Writers use vivid words and phrases that linger or draw pictures in the reader's mind, but occasionally the words are inaccurately used or seem overdone 


	Writers use words that communicate clearly but the writing lacks variety, punch or flair. 


	Writers use a limited vocabulary that does not communicate strongly or capture the reader. 



	Cooperation
	Group delegates tasks and shares responsibility effectively all of the time. 


	Group delegates tasks and shares responsibility effectively most of the time. 


	Group delegates tasks and shares responsibility effectively some of the time. 


	Group often is not effective in delegating tasks and/or sharing responsibility. 



	Grammar and Spelling
	Writer makes no errors in grammar or spelling that distracts the reader from the content.
	Writer makes 1-2 errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content. 


	Writer makes 3-4 errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content. 


	Writer makes more than 4 errors in grammar or spelling that distracts the reader from the content. 



	Capitalization & Punctuation
	Writer makes no errors in capitalization or punctuation, so the paper is exceptionally easy to read. 


	Writer makes 1 or 2 errors in capitalization or punctuation, but the paper is still easy to read. 


	Writer makes a few errors in capitalization and/or punctuation that catch the reader's attention and interrupt the flow. 


	Writer makes several errors in capitalization and/or punctuation that catch the reader's attention and greatly interrupt the flow.
