Geography

· Landforms and bodies of water

· These might include mountains and hills, valleys, coastal areas, lakes, rivers and streams.  

Resources and manufacturing (products and jobs)

· Resources would include natural resources that can be collected, mined, fished, grown, or used to manufacture other products.

· Jobs in an area may be dependent on what is available in resources.  Jobs might be related to farming, technology, fishing, logging, serving others, building, or making a product. 

Recreational and cultural opportunities

· Recreation opportunities are often related to geography.  For instance, in areas with mountains, people often ski or do other snow sports.

· State and National Parks provide places for outdoor recreation

· Cultural opportunities might develop more around cities and include things like libraries, museums, concerts, zoos, and city parks.  

Transportation

· Transportation includes roads and highways, railroads, shipping ports, and airports.

Climate

· Climate includes weather and temperature
