Mr. Gallon Instructions:

1. You will be comparing cups, pints, quarts, and gallons by constructing Mr. Gallon.

2. You will use one whole piece of paper to represent one gallon. You will write Mr. Gallon on this paper and you can add a funny face to the paper if you would like to. 

3. You will use the second color of construction paper to make arms and legs for your Mr. Gallon. Remember that the whole piece of paper is a gallon. Fold the paper in half hamburger style. Then, fold it hamburger style again. You should have four equal sections on your construction paper. Each section will represent a quart because there are 4 quarts in a gallon. You will write quart on each of the four rectangles and cut along the lines to separate the four quarts. Glue the quarts onto your gallon man to make arms and legs. 

4. You will use the third color of construction paper to make hands and feet for your Mr. Gallon. Remember that the whole piece of paper is a gallon. Fold your paper into quarts again, but do not open it. Remember that there are 4 quarts in a gallon. There are two pints in a quart. Fold the paper in half one more time. This is a pint. Open the paper up to see how many pints are in a gallon. You should have 8 rectangles, because there are eight pints in one gallon. Write pint on each of the rectangles and cut along the lines to separate the pints. Glue two pints on each quart to make hands and feet for their gallon man. 

5. You will use the fourth color of construction paper to make fingers and toes for your gallon man. Remember that the whole piece of paper is a gallon. How many quarts are in a gallon? Fold your paper as before to make a quart. How many pints are in a quart? Fold your paper as before to make a pint. There are two cups in a pint. Fold your paper in half again to make a cup. Open up their paper to see how many cups are in a gallon. You should have 16 cups in your gallon. Write cup on each rectangle and cut apart the cups. Glue two cups to every pint to make fingers and toes for your gallon man. 

6. Review with the students what they have learned about the customary units of capacity.
